A Fresh Start — This year in addition to the new Curriculum, we will be implementing the
mandatory Uniform Policy. As in any children’s organization or sports league, the uniform
promotes a sense of respect and belonging. A boy would not be permitted to play in a Little
League game if he doesn’t wear his uniform, so we want to begin following those rules. We do
realize the expense of a uniform in addition to annual registration can be a burden, so we are
willing to make payment arrangements for those who request it.

Age Groups: @ Ranger Kids — Kindergarten thru 2" Grades

[Required items — Handbook, Workbook, Uniform]

@ Discovery Rangers — 3" thru 5" grades
[Required Items — Handbook, Adventures in Camping
Handbook, Uniform]

@ Adventure Rangers — 6™ thru 8™ grades
[Required Items — Handbook, workbook, Adventures in Camping
Handbook, Uniform]

@ Expedition Rangers — 9" thru 12" grades
[Required Items — Handbook, workbook, Adventures in Camping
Handbook, Uniform]

Registration: The registration for each boy will depend on his needs. Please see Age Groups
section for the requirements for your boy. Then using the attached worksheet, check off and
figure what your registration cost will be. NOTE: If you boy is in the same age group as last
year, and still has the necessary books, you do not need to purchase them again.

Registration fees include a Royal Ranger T-shirt, District Charter Fee and High Adventure

Quarterly Magazine. It also helps us purchase patches and awards for the boys.
If there is a genuine financial burden, please see Brian or Andy to make payment arrangements.

All boys must be registered by their 3" week of attendance!

WEEKLY DUES ARE $1.00.

Forms to Complete: Registration Form w/fee & Notarized Medical Consent Form.
(Commander Brian is a Notary Public and would be happy to Notarize these forms if signed in
his presence.) Any other materials such as handbooks, etc. should be ordered during the
registration process.

Weekly Meeting: Wednesdays, 7:30pm to 9pm each week
Rangers should arrive between 7:15pm and 7:30pm and should be picked up at their classroom at
9:00pm. All Rangers are required to wear his Khaki Uniform unless notified otherwise.

Outpost Rules: Listed in this packet. Please read them. Signing the registration
form indicates that you and your son have read the rules and agree to abide by them.



Royal Ranger of the Year Program: Each year a Ranger from each age group is selected
to represent our Outpost in an annual ranger of the Year competition. They are chosen based on:
advancements, attendance, wearing correct uniform, outpost participation, church attendance,
bringing visitors, conduct, cooperation and”living by the Ranger code”.

The Frontiersman Camping Fellowship (FCF) is available for boys 11 and older with
the required advancements for boys who have excelled in the program.

The Patrol System: The purpose of the Royal Ranger Ministry is to develop the Total boy.
All activities are geared to allow the boys to grow and to become men. We use the Patrol
System...taking 5-8 boys within an age group and helping them to govern themselves. Each
patrol has a Patrol Guide and Assistant Patrol Guide. A Senior Guide helps lead the various
patrols. Of course the Commanders directly oversee all activities.

OUTPOST RULES:  These rules will be enforced. Any Ranger who does not follow
them will be sent to the Senior Commander. If problems continue, the parents will be
notified and they may need to pick up their boy early. We reserve the right to suspend
Rangers from weekly meetings if necessary.

1) Rangers will obey all Leaders and Patrol Guides.

2) Fellow Rangers will be respected at all times.

3) Uniforms or T-shirts are to be worn to all Ranger meetings and events.

4) There will be absolute reverence during all devotions and prayer.

5) Meetings take place downstairs in the Fellowship Hall. Parents will pick up their

boys at 9:00pm, taking responsibility at that time.

6) There will be no horseplay in church facilities or in church parking lot.

7) Within six weeks, all Rangers must show they are earnestly working on their
advancements.

8) Dues of $1.00 are to be paid weekly unless there is a genuine financial burden we are
aware of.

9) The Copiague Christian Academy uses the classrooms we use during the day.
School and student property will be respected — stealing and vandalism will not be
tolerated. Student desks and their contents are strictly off limits.

In general, all boys should be striving to live by the Ranger code:
A Royal Ranger is Alert, Clean, Honest, Courageous, Loyal, Courteous, Obedient and Spiritual.

Outpost Activities: Some of our normal activities may or may not include: Camping,
Fishing, Hiking, Pinewood Derby, Ice Cream Bonanza, Indoor Rock Climbing, Laser Tag,
Reptile Museum, Planetarium, Father/Son Activities, Breakfasts, Ranger Kids Day Camps,
Bowling, McDonalds and more.

Outpost Store: Each week our outpost store will open to sell small toys, candy, Ranger
supplies, etc. to help defer the high costs of awards, camping equipment and other supplies.
